A project of the Annenberg Public Policy Center at the University of Pennsylvania.  They monitor the    
factual accuracy of what is said by major U.S. political players in the form of TV ads, debates, speeches,  
interviews and news releases. 

Politifact.com (www.politifact.com) 

A project of the St. Petersburg Times and Congressional Quarterly. Examines statements by presidential     
candidates for relative truthfulness.  Includes brief biographies of candidates.

In the last 10 years, the U.S. has used cluster bombs in civilian-populated areas of the former Yugoslavia,          
Afghanistan and Iraq.  If elected, will you support legislation in the House and the Senate that would ban the use 
of cluster bombs in civilian populated areas? By asking presidential and congressional candidates this      
question, you can help get past the rhetoric and find out what candidates would be likely to do if elected 
to represent you in Washington.  A U.S. government official in Geneva told reporters last week that the 
Bush administration opposes a global agreement that would ban cluster bombs.  State Department        
officials have also told Congress they oppose legislation that would ban the use of cluster bombs in or 
near civilian areas.  If the administration refuses to act, Congress should act by passing the Cluster        
Munitions Civilian Protection Act.

Our peace testimony is an important part of our identity as Friends. 

There are many ways to live out a peace testimony: refuse to participate in war, try to stop war, share tools of dealing 
with conflict without violence, live lives that don’t nourish the seeds of war. 

Our country is at war. 

In our most recent experience with war, the Vietnam War, much of our focus was on trying to stop it.  All our efforts, 
along with the efforts of many others in the anti-war movement, had enough success that we have tried to do the 
same with the Iraq War.  Many of us are very disheartened at our failure. 

Looking back further in history, however, some of our proudest moments as Quakers came in relation to wars that 
we were not able to stop.  The massive feeding programs after World War I, and the rebuilding programs after World 
War II brought Quakers together, gave common work, allowed us to visibly live out our beliefs as a faith community. 

Perhaps it is time to focus once again on healing from war.  There is certainly healing to be done. U.S. Iraq war      
veterans are coming home in deep physical and mental pain, with heart-wrenching family break-ups, job instability 
and homelessness on the rise.  And there are now over 4 million Iraqi refugees; the land of Iraq has been assaulted.  
Both of these are catastrophes. 

A focus on healing would ground us in love.  It would center our faith communities in spiritual rather than political 
work.  Rolling up our sleeves and doing the work that is there to be done—with U.S. war vets and Iraqi refugees—
would get us out in the world together, living our Quaker faith.  We would learn a lot.  Perhaps we would do some 
good. 

God does not call us to be successful but rather to be faithful.  What if some Quaker organizations cooperated to set 
up opportunities to be involved in healing work? What if every Monthly Meeting directly addressed the reality that 
our country is at war and decided to play a role in healing, knowing that they were part of a common effort, that this 
is what Quakers do?
